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The Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Khon Kaen University was founded

on July 18, 1978 after the proclamation in the Government Gazette Volume 25,
Chapter 72, pages 433-437. Since its foundation, the Faculty has existed for over three

decades and is now almost halfway into the fourth decade.
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The foundation of the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences as the 7%

Faculty of Khon Kaen University firmly aimed to gather scholars who were scattered
across different faculties in the fields of humanities and social sciences into the same
organization; to facilitate instruction in the area of humanities and social sciences,
and to control the academic quality and unity of University administration. Initially,

there were only 4 departments in the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences
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during the first era, namely the Department of Foreign Languages, the Department of
Library Science (once under the Faculty of Science and Arts), the Department of

Social Sciences, and the Department of Humanities.
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To create such divisions, scholars lecturing on basic humanity modules

under the Faculty of Education and those who lectured on economic modules
under the Faculty of Agriculture were unified.

There were 4 programs offered as a Bachelor’s degree, which included
Bachelor of Arts in Library Science (1975), English (1980), Community Development
(1984), and Bachelor of Business Administration in Finance (1984).
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To meet the increasing need of scholars in the Northeast, Khon Kaen

University extended more areas of the humanities and social sciences programs.
This included the obligation of academic service for the community and research
in the fields of humanities and social sciences, which were considered important
to the missions of the University. In 1989, the Faculty of Humanities and Social

Sciences restructured its administrative system, dividing the existing structure into
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the Dean’s Office and 8 other departments, which included the Department of
Foreign Languages, the Department of Library and Information Science, the
Department of Social Sciences, the Department of Sociology and Anthropology,
the Department of Social Development, the Department of Thai, the Department
of Philosophy and Religion, and the Department of History and Archeology.

In addition, some majors withdrew from the Faculty and formed new
faculties. These included programs in Arts and Music under the Department of
Humanities—which formed the Faculty of Fine Arts, and programs in Business
Administration and Economics—which formed the Faculty of Management
Science. During this era, 2 more Bachelor’s degree programs—Bachelor of Arts in
French (1988) and Bachelor of Arts in Thai (1989)—and 5 Master’s degree
programs—Master of Arts in Sociological Development (1988), Library and
Information  Science (1994), Development Administration (1995), Social

Development (1995), and English (1997)—were added.
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During the third decade, the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences changed

significantly, thanks to the development strategy of the University, which designated the
University to be a research-led and leading university in ASEAN. 3 Doctorate degree
programs-Doctor of Philosophy in Development Science (1998), Information Studies
(2003), and Sociology (2007)-which were the basis of conducting and strengthening
research, were added. Moreover, more Bachelor’s degree programs in languages,
namely German, Spanish, and Chinese, were introduced into the curriculum. In 2006,
the Faculty restructured its administrative system according to University policy in order
to abolish departmental systems and tumn mainly to program areas by dividing the
system into language programs, humanities programs, social sciences programs, and
information management and communication programs. In  addition, general

administration and support offices were centralized under the Dean’s Cffice.
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During the beginning of the fourth decade, the Faculty of Humanities and

Social Sciences was in need of various self-improvements in order to become a
research-led and internationally accepted University, which would be ranked
among other world universities and thus accord with the University vision. In the
last 4 years, the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences has established a
Bachelor’s degree program in Business Chinese, which is now a double degree in
collaboration with Southwest University, China. The Faculty now also has a
Master’s program in Mekong Studies as a result of the foundation of the Center
for Research on Plurality in the Mekong Region, which has published famous and
well-accepted research both nationally and internationally. The Faculty also
established collaborations on research and academia with more international
universities, especially those in China, Japan, Taiwan, Singapore, Laos, Vietnam,

Australia, England, France, and Germany.

- The advisor of thesis/independent study is appointed/the change of the
advisor of thesis/independent study is approved (Form GS. 21-22). Students must
submit a request form to the officer at the Graduate Section for recording the
information of the advisor before registering for thesis/independent study.

- Courses with “I” grade must have been completed.

- G.P.A. is higher than 3.00.

- Students must follow the announcement of thesis/independent study
procedures set by the faculty. See also Announcement of Faculty of Humanities and
Social Sciences No. 59/2548 on October 17, 2005: Subject: Thesis guidelines and
criteria for evaluation of dissertation of doctoral students, Faculty of Humanities and
Social Sciences.

- The progress of the thesis/independent study must be evaluated by the
advisor every semester.

- Master’s degree students must request a thesis/independent study

proposal examination within one academic year.

5.2 Request for thesis/ independent study proposal examination (Form Bor sor 01)

- Students must submit an Audiovisual Services Request Form to the Audiovisual
Services Section if rooms and audiovisual equipment will be used in the examination.
